Ash Campsite (near main parking lot)

Park in main parking lot.  See “schedule of events” pg.2 about meeting locations.
Medical Forms:  

· A BSA Medical form (Part A & B only) must be filled out for all children and adults attending this activity.  It only takes 5 minutes or less, but it requires an adult signature. 

· Download the form from Pack website at www.donklosterman.com/pack813/info&forms.htm or Scout Track bulletin board. You can save the form as electronic file for future use)

· Please fill out medical forms ahead of time and bring them with you and give to you den leader.  If you forget, we will have blank copies at the event.  We must insist on this especially if you are camping overnight.
Cost: free to Pack 813 member families and St. Charles Seed Scout families
Adult Supervision: this event is being conducted as a family outing.  This requires each scout to be accompanied by at least one of his parents, guardian, etc.   We must insist on this especially if you are camping overnight.
The Campsite

The Ash Campsite is a flat site set under a grove of ash trees.  It has several picnic tables, a fire pit, and a latrine (pit toilet) located nearby.  There is no shelter or running water in the site.  The Pack will provide water in jugs, hand sanitizer, and extra toilet paper.   A more modern pit toilet is located in the parking lot, but we are not sure if it will be left unlocked after dark.  There is a water fountain and spigot near the parking lot, but not at the campsite.

Itinerary (feel free to attend any of all of these events, but RSVP if you plan to attend dinner)

mid afternoon:  Den Outings
· Contact your den leader about actual meeting time, place, and description of activities.   Most likely it will involve hiking and/or creeking.  Dress appropriately.
4:00   Camp Set-Up
· Arrive in main parking lot and begin moving personal camping gear back to camp site, located about 100 yards from main parking lot

· There is a small access gravel road to the camp site.  You can drive your gear back, but please try to consolidate gear from several families in one car or truck, drive very slowly, and be aware of congestion at the campsite and along the road.  WHEN YOU ARRIVE AT THE CAMPSITE DO NOT TURN OFF YOUR CAR: JUST UNLOAD YOUR GEAR AND RETURN YOUR CAR TO THE PARKNG LOT TO AVOID THE USUAL CAR PILE-UP IN THE CAMPSITE WHICH IS NOT SAFE.

· PLEASE BRING AS SMALL A TENT AS POSSIBLE.  If only 2 people are camping overnight (parent + son) consider using on the Pack’s 2-man tents.   There is limited room for large tents in this site. 

· If you are not camping, you can carry your own chairs, coats, etc to the campsite.  You can use this time to hike, play field games (Frisbee , football, etc.), free time, etc.

Camp Dinner (please RSVP)
· A communal camp dinner is being planned by Den 5.   Drinks normally include ice water and sugar free lemonade. 

· Dinner will be served on paper plates, disposable plastic utensils, disposable cups.  Please remind your children to reuse their cups (a marker will be provided).

· Camp desserts will be available after dinner, and again during the campfire.  These may include dutch oven cobbler and smores.  

· Feel free to bring your own snacks and soft drinks if you wish to supplement food provided by the Pack

· We are planning our own campfire program this year, which will include campfire songs, skits, and ghost stories.   We will also conduct a U.S. flag retirement ceremony toward the end of the program – you will not want to miss this!

Lights Out
· Those not camping will depart

· Those camping can get last minute snacks, enjoy the fire, and prepare for bed.

Sunday morning (9-18-11): we will arise around 7:30-8:00 a.m.  A quick breakfast will be available including pancakes, juice, and donuts.  We will break camp by 9:00 a.m.  (You are free to leave at any time but please help clean up trash)
Camp Duties

All campers (scouts and adults) are required to help keep the campsite clean and free of litter.  Parents should ensure that their children are playing safely and within sight at all times and respecting nature.   Remember that scouts leave a site in the same or better condition than they found it (“Leave No Trace” outdoor ethics)

Tent Policy:  BSA policy states that a scout (or other children) cannot share a tent with an adult unless it is his/her parent or legal guardian.  Two or more scouts or children from different families are welcome to share a tent, although no adult can also share the same tent.  NO FLAMES IN TENTS.

Cubmaster’s note: please bring as small a tent as possible, since space is limited.  You will not need a 6- or 8-man family tent if only 2 or 3 people are staying overnight.   Consider borrowing one of the Pack’s 2-man tents if only 1 parent and son are staying over (contact Don Klosterman).

Buddy System: Please impress on your child that he should never go anywhere in camp by himself (including walking to the latrine).  If possible identify a buddy BEFORE coming to camp.

Medications: adults/guardians are solely responsible for administering medication to their own children.  This should not be a problem at this event since each child must be accompanied by his parent/guardian.

What to Bring

· Camp chairs (especially for adults)

· Clothes: dress appropriate for October camping.  Scouts can wear their second class uniforms.  Adult leaders are encouraged to wear first class uniform.

· Foot wear: sneakers or boots are preferred.  Open-toe sandals are not ideal for camping because they do not protect your toes and feet from rocks, sticks, insects, poison ivy, etc., so wear them at your own risk.  

· Food: feel free to bring your own soda or other food that is not provided by the Pack.  Bring your own cooler.

· Tent, sleeping bag, pillow, air mattress or cot, etc. 

· Duffle bag for all your clothes and gear

· Flashlight, batteries

· Bug repellent

· Toiletries: toothbrush, toothpaste, etc. 

· Poncho / rain gear

· Pocket Knife (optional):  scouts should NOT bring a pocket knife UNLESS they have earned the Whittling Chip AND are are carrying their card.  (Only scouts in 3rd grade or above are old enough to earn Whittling Chip)

· Ear plugs (especially for adults – for sleeping)

What NOT To Bring:

· No alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs allowed  (this is a BSA and Sugarcreek policy)
· We discourage the use of electronic games, radios, and music play-back devices.   We’re trying to give the boys a “good old fashioned” camping experience.  Weather radios are O.K.  Use of music devices with speakers (especially playing loudly) will not be allowed.

· Fixed blades knives and weapons are prohibited

· No pocket knives unless you have the whittling chip card.

· Absolutely no stoves or lanterns powered by LIQUID FUELS (BSA policy).  

Additional Notes

· Do not store any food in your tent, even if well wrapped.  Critters such as raccoons, squirrels, and skunks have no problem smelling through several bags, and they enjoy chewing through your tent wall to get inside to your food.

Let us know if you don’t have a tent.  The Pack owns several nice, new two-man tents. 

· Directions to Sugarcreek Reserve from St. Charles parking lot

· Turn right on David Road and head toward Wilmington (1.7 miles)

· Turn right on Wilmington and  head south for about 4-5 miles

· You are getting close when you pass the Sugarcreek horse / riding center (on left) and Bill Yeck Park on right).

· When you arrive at the 3-way stop sign, continue straight on Conference Road (Wilmington will continue to the right).  

· The main parking lot is about 0.1 mile on the left.
