Pack 813 - LEADER TRAINING UPDATE – Jan. 2011

Note: ALL REGISTERED PACK LEADERS INCLUDING COMMITTEE MEMBERS (everyone receiving this email) MUST HAVE THEIR ON-LINE YOUTH PROTECTION TRAINING UP TO DATE BY THE TIME WE RECHARTER (MARCH 2011). We will not be allowed to recharter unless this is taken care of.
“Up-to-date” means that you have taken the course sometime in the past two years (April 2009 or later).  If you can’t recall or have never taken it, please use the following steps to complete your training by the end of February 2011.  
Step 1: Find your member ID  (this is a 9-digit number, if you don’t know it, see Mike Clinch’s suggestions at http://mvcbsa.com/openrosters/ViewOrgPageLink.asp?LinkKey=36660&orgkey=2389 ).
Step 2: Go to MyScouting website which will contain links for training (https://myscouting.scouting.org/Pages/Home.aspx) .  You will have to log in with your user name and password.  If you are new, you will have to create an account.  If you have been here before but forgot one or both, just enter your email address and they will send it to you.  Note that passwords were reset in July 2010.
Step 3: Click on “Update My Profile” (1st link down on the left hand bar). Make sure everything is up to date.  AT THE BOTTOM BE SURE THAT THEY HAVE YOUR MEMBER ID AND COUNCIL NUMBER LISTED – this will help transfer all your training records to one place.  You should see Miami Valley Council, Boy Scouts - Dayton,OH - #444  (if not enter the information accordingly).  Click on “Save Profile” before leaving!
Step 4 (optional): To check a list of your previously completed training courses, click on “Training Validation” (3rd link down on the left hand bar).  When that window opens, click “All Training, and enter your user name and click on “Search”.  You should see a list of courses that are on file as completed
Step 5: Click on “E-Learning” to take the Youth Protection or other courses.  Scroll down and see that Youth Protection is listed as the top course.  If you took the course before, click on “review certificate” to verify the date.  If the date is not April 2009 or later, then click on “retake course”.  The course will take about 20 minutes to complete plus 5-10 minutes for the quiz. At the end you can print out the certificate (or print it out later for your records).
